NEW PRESIDENT ELECTED FOR THE CATHOLIC 

BISHOPS’ CONFERENCE OF ENGLAND AND 

WALES: The Bishops of England and Wales have 

elected Archbishop Richard Moth, Archbishop of 

Westminster, as President of the Catholic Bishops’ 

Conference of England and Wales. He succeeds 

Cardinal Vincent Nichols, his predecessor in 

Westminster, who served as President from April 2009. 

Archbishop Moth said: 

“It’s a real privilege to be in this position and I really 

pray that, with my brother bishops, I’ll be able to serve 

the Catholic Church in England and Wales.

But it’s not just 

about being reactive, it’s about having a real 

consciousness that the Gospel message is an eternal 

message, the fact of God’s love for us all, that’s 

something that’s unchanging, and it’s about bringing 

that message into the world."
