Archbishop 
John Sherrington has announced the theme for this 
year’s Day for Life in a reflection for the Feast of the 
Annunciation. ”Turning towards the Day for Life, 
Archbishop Sherrington announced: “This same truth 
will form the theme of the forthcoming Day for Life, 
which will take place on Sunday, 21 June. The day will 
invite us to reflect on the humanity of the unborn and 
to acknowledge with compassion the deep grief 
experienced by parents who lose a child before or 
shortly after birth.”

THE MOST HOLY TRINITY: Catholics believe in one 
single God, who made himself known to the world 
(revelation) as three separate persons: God the 
Father, God the Son (Jesus) and God the Holy Spirit. 
This is known as the doctrine of the Trinity, and is a 
fundamental belief for all Catholics. The Trinity is a 
mystery which means that Catholics can never fully 
understand this idea. The Incarnation is the Christian 
belief that God becomes flesh (human) in the person 
of Jesus. “There are three things in love…love is of 
someone that loves, and with love something is loved. 
Behold, then, there are three things: he that loves, and 
that which is loved, and love.” (St Augustine). “We 
believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty…We 
believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of 
God…We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver 
of life.” (Nicene Creed). “The word became flesh and 
made his dwelling among us” (John)
